The intensive, almost archeological, anthro-
pological, philological work that rehearsing/deciphering this work requires matches up perfectly with our propo-
sed long-term, regular meeting structure. Though the content of ULLMANN'’s work seems almost impentrably
complex, its realization is indeed possible (as various past performances have shown) for any and all amateur
voices with the proper direction.

This first phase of our Stupby Group, focusing on JAKOB ULLMANN's voice, books and FIRE 3, will be modera-
ted and led by BILL DIETZ and MARTINA SEEBER as well as members of Ensemble Zwischentone.

We need your voice for singing and discussing!

The Study Group will begin on Tuesday, the 29th of March, 2011 at 8 PM,
and will continue every Tuesday at 20:00 at 7hours Haus 19 (www.7hours.com).

We've considered working toward a possible public presentation of our work on ULLMANN's voice, books and
FIRE 3in June 2011, but this will depend on our work together and a group decision.
